A short bio was sent out in March and now here is some
more up-to-date information from our good friend Hefina
Phillips in Toronto:

“[Mererid]...is (as far as | know) the only person to win all
THREE of the major prizes- the Crown, the Literary Medal
and the Chair. She is beyond brilliant - and the nicest
person. Last year she was appointed Chair of the Welsh
and Celtic Studies department at Aber University.... She
has written the libretto for several musical works. For the
Eisteddfod in Cardiff (3 years ago, or was it 4?) she
collaborated with Robat Arwyn and between them they
produced a truly magnificent work called “Hwn Yw Fy
Mrawd” [this is my brother] - the story of Paul Robeson. |
cried all the way through. [Mererid] is also very involved in
the Peace Movement.”

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Mererid Hopwood: Imagining Language

A group of about 25 people, from near and far joined on Zoom
to hear the presentation “Imagining Language” by poet
Mererid Hopwood on April 10. There follows a very brief report
on Ms. Hopwood's presentation.

Hefina Phillips of Toronto introduced our guest, listing some of
the many honours accrued by Ms. Hopwood, specifically
mentioning the collaboration between composer Robat Arwyn
and Mererid Hopwood on a musical, and saying, ‘| cried all
the way through!”

Ms. Hopwood started with the question “How do we imagine
language?” and followed it with “Beth yw llaeth?/What is
language?” Her answer is that language is physical activity,
music, dialogue and performance. The traditional skills of
language are listening, reading, speaking and writing, and Ms.
Hopwood proposes a fifth skill: bridging/mediating.

Welsh influences stretch across Europe, through Spain and
Italy and beyond. Using a chart of the languages of Europe
and Asia and Ms. Hopwood demonstrated that many
languages are connected to the Celtic languages, including
Urdu and Sanskrit!

Grammar differs between languages, but it serves the same
purpose: to explain. At the foundation of understanding is the
question “Who is doing what to whom?”

The word Cymru does not translate as “Wales”. “Wales” is of
Germanic origin, and the word “Welsh” means “the others”.
But “Cymru” best translates as “together land”.

Ms. Hopwood treated us to a reading of her poem, “What's
Wales in Welsh”, in which she points out how the Welsh
language differs from English. You can read the poem at:

In her presentation, Ms. Hopwood referred to two Welsh
poets, Waldo Williams and Raymond Williams. The second
made this statement: “To be truly radical is to make hope
possible rather than despair convincing.” And Irish writer,
nationalist, feminist and vegetarian Sheehy Skeffington, who
said, when people called him a bit of a crank: “[a crank] is a
small tool that can cause revolution.” Think about it.

The presentation was followed by a Question and Answer
session, started by the Rev. Cerwyn Davies, known to many
of us, who, it turns out, is related to Ms. Hopwood. The
presentation ended with Alison Lawson thanking our guest.

Y dofodol/Future Events

At the moment, the committee is not thinking much past the
AGM. A meeting of the new executive will be called in early
June and we will move on.

The AGM is called for May 17, 2022, well within the timeline
mandated by the Constitution. John Price, the Past
President will be serving as chair for the meeting.

In addition to the usual reports, we will be asking for the
addition to our Constitution of a By-Law (#1) that will allow
us to continue having AGMs online, should we wish to, or
be required to by restrictions such as we have had in the
past two years. The provincial government has mandated
that the practice of online meetings must be included in the
Constitution. The law allows only for in-person meetings.

The following members of the executive have indicated a
willingness to continue on the committee: Anastasia Llewel-
lyn, Alison Lawson, John Williams, David Jeanes (current
treasurer), Sian Jones (current membership secretary),
Marilyn Jenkins (current secretary), and John Price (current
past president). Geraint has also indicated an interest in
continuing to serve once his health improves, likely as a
member-at-large.
